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Graham Greenleaf has a research appointment as Professor of Law & Information Systems at the University of New South Wales, Sydney, Australia. In 2011 he is also at various times a Visiting Fellow or International Scholar at the AHRC/SCRIPT Centre, University of Edinburgh, Institute of Advanced Legal Studies, University of London, and Centre for Commercial Law Studies, Queen Mary, University of London, Kyung-Hee University Law School, Seoul, Korea, and GIGA Institute, NALSAR University of Law, Hyderabad, India. He specialises in the relationships between information technology and law, particularly in the areas of cyberspace law, privacy, intellectual property, and development of legal information systems. His current areas of research focus are Asian data protection and privacy laws, public rights in copyright, and the globalisation of free Internet access to legal information. He has degrees in Arts and Law, and is a Fellow of the Australian Computer Society.  In 2010 he was made a member of the Order of Australia (AM) for his contributions to advancing free access to legal information, and to the protection of privacy. 

He joined UNSW in 1983, and been a Professor there since 1998. He is a co-founder and Co-Director since 1995 of the free-access Internet law service, the Australasian Legal Information Institute (AustLII), a joint facility of UNSW and UTS Law Faculties. AustLII  also operates the free access portals, the World Legal Information Institute (WorldLII), Commonwealth Legal Information Institute (CommonLII) and Asian Legal Information Institute  (AsianLII). He is also the Founding Director (2000-10) of the Cyberspace Law and Policy Centre at UNSW, a Centre for the public interest in networked transactions.

Professor Greenleaf has had various international appointments. In 2007 he was a Visiting Fellow at the University of Edinburgh Faculty of Law’s AHRC Research Centre for Studies in Intellectual Property and Technology Law. In 2001-02 he was a Distinguished Visiting Professor in the Faculty of Law, University of Hong Kong where he led the development of a new LLM in Information Technology Law, and started the IT Law Centre and the Hong Kong Legal Information Institute (HKLII). From 1997-2003 he was International Consultant for the Asian Development Bank’s Project DIAL (‘Development of the Internet for Asian Law’). He has carried out five consultancy assignments for the European Commission, evaluating data protection in countries outside Europe. 

Professor Greenleaf has been involved in the relationships between IT and law for over 25 years, particularly in relation to privacy issues. In 1983 he founded the NSW Society for Computers and the Law. Since the mid-1970s he has been at various times, Chairman and Board Member of the Australian Privacy Foundation, a co-founder of Privacy International, a drafter of the Australian Privacy Charter, and a statutory Member of the NSW Privacy Committee.  He was General Editor of the monthly Privacy Law and Policy Reporter 1994-2006, and since then has been Asia-Pacific Editor for Privacy Laws & Business International. He co-edited Global Privacy Protection (Edward Elgar, 2008, with J Rule). In 2010 he took the lead in establishing the Asian Privacy Scholars Network.

Since 2000 he has been awarded twenty two competitive research or infrastructure  development grants with colleagues, including from the Australian Research Council, AusAID, the Commonwealth Secretariat, the National Science Foundation (USA), and the Commonwealth Secretariat. He received the 2007 Dieter Meurer Prize for Legal Informatics at the University of Saarbrucken, and has been a ComputerWorld Fellow.  AustLII has also received various awards including the 2008 International Association of Law Librarians Award for best website (for WorldLII).
